Bibliotekar ble ansatt i halv stilling fra hesten 1975, og i 1978 ble det i
tillegg opprettet en halv stilling pé Sykepleieskolen, og dessuten ble Pasient-
biblioteket underlagt bibliotekaren. Vi er to bibliotekarer i halv stilling hver
som betjener disse tre bibliotekene. 2 dager 1 uka har vi en assistent - den ene
dagen tar hun seg av tidsskriftregistrering- 0g sirkulasjon - den andre dagen av
pasientbiblioteket. Ellers er det pasientvenner som tar seg av utlanet til pasientene.
Beholdning
Samlet bokbestand har vi enda ikke fatt tid til & regne ut, men siste ars tilvekst

—~var pd ca. 200 bind (en tilbakegang pa 50 bind fra aret feor). Leopende tidsskrift
er 282. S8 godt som all spesiallitteratur stdr pa avdelingene, innkjept etter
forslag av overlegen. P4 Fagbiblioteket har vi mest generelle verk og mere
"popularlitteratur" for andre yrkesgrupper enn leger. Dette synes vi er lite
tilfredsstillende. Ogsad spesialtidsskriftene star pa avdelingene. Vi har de mere
generelle, og vi har enda ikke klart & f& slutt pa at disse gdr i sirkulasjon.
I likhet med Harstad sykehus bruker vi FE utlénssystem for beker, og egne kvitteringer
for tidsskrift. Noe svinn er det nok, men det skyldes neppe utlinssystemet.
Verre er det at vi ikke far noen utlédnsstatistikk, ellers er det et greit system.
Innkjep
Budsjettet for 1984 er kr.132 000.-, det samme som i 1983.

Vi har hittil regnet med at vi er s3 smd at ting som Medline-
sokninger, segkning i BIBSYS o.l. har vert uaktuelt for oss. Men med bl.a. innskrenkninger
i UMeds tjenester (vi har ikke merket noe pd vdre sgkninger enda, far alltid flott
service) er vi altsd begynt & tenke annerledes. Kanskje kan det ogsd oke bibliotekets
tiltrekning? Vi vil gjerne ha kommentarer til dette fra andre bibliotek pad var
storrelse!!

Av referanseverk har vi Index Medicus, som brukes ganske mye. Dessuten NLM Current
catalog, béde kvartalsvis og kumulert.

" administrasjonssentral. Vi har mere enn nok & gjere, men for lite av det er rent
publikumsarbeid. V&r enskedrom er et lokale - sentralt i bygningen. Her skulle
det vare plass nok til at vi kunne trekke inn i biblioteket de fleste beker og
tidsskrift som st&r rundt pd avdlingene.

FELLOWSHIP FOR MEDICAL LIBRARIANS

The Medical Library Association (MLA), an organization of
5,000 medical librarians and libraries, is offering the
Cunningham Memorial International Fellowship, a six-month
fellowship for medical librarians from outside the United
States or Canada. The six-month fellowship provides a
medical librarian with an opportunity for observation and
supervised work in one or more medical libraries in the
United States or Canada during the period from September 1984
to August 1985.

The Cunningham Memorial International Fellowship also offers
a limited amount of travel and possible enrollment in a
course in medical librarianship. In addition, the Fellowship
provides a stipend for living, tuition, and travel expenses
within the United States and Canada. Travel arrangements to
and from the United States or Canada must be paid by the
fellow.

The candidate for the six-month program must have an under-
graduate degree and a library degree (the latter requirement
may be waived). He (she) must be working in a medical
library or preparing to work in one in his (her) country. He
must agree, when accepting the Fellowship, to return to his
country and work in a medical library for a period of two
years. (The candidate must have a signed statement by a
responsible official of the institution where he is working
or plans to work that he will be guaranteed a position in a
medical library when he returns to his country.) An
applicant whose native language is not English must present
evidence that he has passed the TOEFL examination with a
score of 600 or above.
